2. [L] Please go around the table, each group member will share with the others one
teaching from Exodus that he/she thinks is most impressive and useful.

3. [H] Twice during the account of the tabernacle (once in Ex.31 before the golden
calf incident, and once in Ex. 35 after golden calf), the Israelites are reminded to
observe the Sabbath. Why is the Sabbath so crucial to the story?
